On 26 June 2023, the German Federal Court of Justice (BGH) issued
three landmark decisions (VIa ZR 335/21, VIa ZR 533/21 and VIa ZR
1031/22) in which it paved the way for further damage claims, following
the European Court of Justice’s ruling (judgment of 21 March 2023, C-
100/21). The BGH ruled that a vehicle manufacturer may be liable for
negligence if an inadmissible defeat device was used.

applicable to new motor vehicles with a gross vehicle weight of up to
3,857 kilograms (the “NOM Project”).

require automatic emergency braking (“AEB”) systems in heavy
vehicles.
